Driving in Ireland

Cars in Ireland drive on the left-hand side of the road &
we use KM/H

For EU/EEA member states:

Drivers from an EU/EEA member state are able to drive in
Ireland for as long as their licence is valid

Insurance requirements: You need to have insurance,
either in your name or as a named driver, to legally drive
in Ireland. If you're renting a car in Ireland, a basic level
of insurance is included in the rental cost by law.

Tolls Roads

The drink-driving limit in Ireland is a BAC of 50mg (it’s
20mg for learner and novice drivers). For most people, 1
standard drink = a BAC of 20 - 50mg.
