In the summer of 2024, Italy recorded 65.8 million tourist arrivals, marking a 12%
increase compared to the previous year. Foreign visitors accounted for 60% of total
arrivals, highlighting the country's international appeal.

Luxury tourism now accounts for 3% of Italy’s GDP, while wedding tourism generated
€599 million in 2023, an 11% increase compared to 20109.

Shopping tourism is experiencing significant growth, driven by international visitors

Abruzzo is the top destination for green tourism, Lazio for business travel, Emilia-
Romagna for sports tourism, and Trentino-Alto Adige and Campania for cycle tourism.
