(CCNL) that covers conditions for all employees

ANNUAL HOLIDAY PERIOD minimum of 4 weeks per year

LUNCHEON VOUCHERS many companies offer employees vouchers for meals

(average nominal value of 7 euro for each working day)

WORKING HOURS: FULL TIME - 40 hours per week (maximum of 48)

PART-TIME WORK - reduction in hours

TRIAL PERIOD is not a fixed period



ACCOMODATION

The choice depends on the length of stay.

• Rooms (including the use of the kitchen) can vary from 300-600 € per month.

Rooms for rent can be found on newspapers and/or specialized magazines, and on Internet.

• Hotels, hostels and B&Bs can be found in Internet.

• Apartments can be found through private individuals and/or
real estate agencies (websites).

House rents can greatly vary depending on the city and the area.
Rents tend to be higher in major cities and in touristic regions.



Services National Card (CNS)

It’s a personal document that contains 
information of a fiscal and health nature 

and allows access to various public services.
It consists of 16 alphanumeric characters 

and is issued by the Italian Revenue Agency.

EU citizens covered by the TEAM card (European Health 
Insurance Card) are entitled to emergency medical treatment.
To be entitled to healthcare it is necessary to register (free of 

charge) with the Italian National Health Service, and select a GP,

Authority office (Asl).
