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Tourism sector in Greece
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The tourism sector in Greece, involving hospitality and catering, as well as
entertainment, is one of the country’s most important sectors, as it is estimated
to create at least 220.000 seasonal jobs in the next decade.
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While the sea and sun tourism are the driving forces in the sector, other
types of tourism activities, like agritourism, religious tourism, tourism of
archaeological interest and underwater antiquities have grown rapidly.
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Thus, there is mostly seasonal demand for
workers, especially from April to October.
