Portuguese is an official language in ten countries, including Brazil, Mozambique, Angola, Portugal, Guinea-Bissau, East Timor, Equatorial Guinea, Macau, Cape Verde, and São Tomé and Príncipe.

215 to 220 million native speakers, ca. 260 million speakers of Portuguese; the most spoken language in South America 

This is another language whose reach owes much to its colonial past. Starting in the 15th century, avid Portuguese traders and conquerors brought their language to Africa, Asia and the Americas. The spread of Portuguese may have initially been tied to European colonization, but the colonized countries developed their own vibrant cultures that transformed the language forever. Today, Portuguese is spoken by 215 million native speakers in countries like Brazil, Goa, Angola, Mozambique, Cape Verde, Guinea-Bissau, São Tomé and Príncipe, East Timor and Macau. It’s also the language of Machado de Assis, Bossa Nova, Mia Couto, Fernando Pessoa, and Agualusa.
		
Portuguese made this list mostly thanks to the immensity of Brazil! But close to 200 million people in a dozen other countries (mainly in Africa) also speak Portuguese.
Only 5% of Lusophones (people who speak Portuguese) actually live in Portugal, where the language originated!
In 2009, the Portuguese government passed a reform that increased the alphabet from 23 to 26 letters (before this time, it didn’t include the letters “k,” “w,” or “y”).

use the e-learning resources available on the Internet, such as the Camões e-learning Platform, the Portuguese Online Platform or Practice Portuguese;
if you cannot access any of these resources, buy a conversation guide and a dictionary to help you in the initial stages.
